I have to advise the request to  identify all staff on paid and unpaid leave is very broad – the question as 
presented includes, sick leave, COVID leave, annual leave, maternity leave  and a range of other leave 
categories that staff can avail of- eg carers leave, special leave etc.   I am providing the Absence statistics for 
Jan 2020 – Nov 2020 which may address the Deputy’s question.  Please see attached spreadsheet. 
 
In terms of the breakdown of those attending the workplace,  in line with government direction,  managers 
are encouraged to facilitate staff to work from home- if this is possible.  The  COVID-19 pandemic has 
required the largest -scale response the Health Service has ever had to provide, in this regard, local 
management are managing their staff locally and  the breakdown of those attending the workplace is a local 
line management decision and details are not collated centrally.
